Before assembly, remove all parts and part
packages from box. If anything is missing,
please contact the retailer from which the
product was purchased.
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1. Pull lamp cord from lamp base (A). Make sure
lamp cord is pulled taut.

2. Thread bottom column (B) of lamp body onto
threaded pipe on top of lamp base (A). Keep
lamp cord pulled taut.

CAUTION: DO NOT pinch lamp cord between
bottom column (B) and lamp base (A).

3. Thread middle column (C) of lamp body into top
of bottom column (B). Keep lamp cord pulled
taut.

CAUTION: DO NOT pinch lamp cord between
middle column (C) and bottom column (B).

4. Thread top column (D) of lamp body into top of
middle column (C). Keep lamp cord pulled taut.
CAUTION: DO NOT pinch lamp cord between
top column (D) and middle column (C).

5. Thread light assembly (E) into top column (D).
Keep lamp cord pulled taut.

6. Slip hole in top of shade (F) over socket (H).
Screw socket ring (G) onto socket (H). DO NOT
over tighten. Repeat this step for each shade (F).

7. Insert recommended bulbs (not included) into
sockets. WARNING: Verify correct bulb wattage
marked on socket of lamp. DO NOT exceed
maximum bulb wattage.
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
