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1. Hold mounting bracket (A) so tabs on mounting
bracket (A) are on the left and right and facing
out.

2. Place mounting bracket over junction box. Align
holes in mounting bracket with holes in junction
box. While holding mounting bracket in correct
position, mark with a pencil on the wall the
location of holes in each corner of mounting
bracket. Set bracket aside while installing
anchors.

3. Using a drill bit the appropriate size for the
included wall anchor (G), drill a hole at each
marked location on wall.

4. Using hammer, carefully tap one wall anchor (G)
into each hole. Lip of anchor (G) should be flush
with wall.

5. Hold mounting bracket (A) so tabs on mounting
bracket (A) are on the left and right and facing
out.

6. Carefully pull house wires out of junction box
and pass house wires through large center hole
in mounting bracket (A).

7. Align holes in the center of mounting bracket
(A) with holes in junction box. Align holes
in corners of mounting bracket (A) with wall
anchors (G).

8. Thread each junction box screw (B) into holes in
center of mounting bracket (A) and into holes in
junction box. DO NOT fully tighten.

9. Thread each wall anchor screw (H) into each hole
in corners of mounting bracket (A).

10. Fully tighten junction box screws (B) and wall
anchor screws (H) to attach mounting bracket
(A) to junction box.

CAUTION: Ensure house wires are pulled completely

through hole in mounting bracket. DO NOT pinch

wires between mounting bracket and wall.

Attach safety cable to slot in mounting bracket (A).
Strip 3/4” of insulation from ends of fixture
wires.

Slightly loosen ground screw on mounting
bracket (A). Do not completely remove ground
screw. Wrap house ground wire (copper) around
ground screw, leaving enough ground wire

to attach to fixture ground wire. Twist end of
fixture ground wire and end of house ground
wire together. Twist wire nut (C) onto ends of
wires. Completely tighten wire nut (C). Reference
chart below for correct wire connections.

Twist end of house lead wire (black) and end
of fixture lead wire together. Twist wire nut (C)
onto ends of wires. Completely tighten wire nut
(C). Twist end of house neutral wire (white) and
end of fixture neutral wire together. Twist wire
nut (C) onto ends of wires.

Place backplate (D) over mounting bracket (A).
CAUTION: Do not pinch wires between backplate
and wall.

Align holes in sides of backplate (D) with holes
in tabs on each side of mounting bracket (A).
Thread one fixture mounting screw (E) into each
hole in sides of backplate (D) and into holes in
tabs on mounting bracket (A).

Hold one glass panel (K) so the tab on glass
panel (K) is at the top.

Instructions for Mounting Fixture Outdoors or
in Wet Location

Mounting surface should be clean, dry, flat
and 1/4” larger than canopy on all sides. Any
gaps between mounting surface and canopy
exceeding 3/16” should be corrected as
required.

Apply silicone caulking compound around top
and sides of canopy where back of canopy
meets wall surface to prevent water from
seeping into junction box. Leave bottom
unsealed so moisture can drain out.

MAINTENANCE NOTE: Only use a soft damp cloth
to clean fixture as needed. DO NOT use harsh
chemicals on fixture. Harsh chemicals may
damage fixture.

Coastal conditions may cause mineral and residue
build-up on fixture. It is recommended that
customers in coastal areas clean all external
surfaces of fixture once every two weeks with a
wet cloth.
