Place caulk (not supplied) into the previously removed
mounting balls and then attach (C) using the
mounting balls. Hand tighten until snug.

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STEP 7 - Apply Silicone Sealer

A. Make sure exterior wall surface and fixture backplate are free of dirt
before applying caulk. Using exterior grade caulk, caulk over top of
backplate and down other side.
