Remove the pre-installed setscrew so 
that the downrod can be inserted.

Install Downrod to Fan/Fixture Body Tighten the setscrew with screwdriver.

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A. Pass the cable through one hole on the Fastener first and then turn back to pass the cable through another hole on the Fastener. Make a 
small loop that is just large enough for the Screw.
