Remove the fixture from its original packaging. Remove the

" mounting plate (1¢) from within the canopy (2a) and cover
(2d) by loosening the screws (2b). Then remove the two
nuts (2c). Attach the mounting plate (1c¢) to the electrical
junction box (1a), using the two screws (1e) provided in
the hardware package.

2_ Attach the canopy (2a) to the mounting plate (1c), which is
attached to the electrical junction box (1a) on the wall.
First attach all wiring with the provided marettes (1b)
(white to white “N”, black to black “L”, ground to ground
“G”). Now align the holes of the canopy (2a) towards the
threaded studs (1d) in the mounting plate (1c) and secure
the canopy (2a) with the two nuts (2c). Attach the cover
(2d) onto the canopy (2a) using the screw (2b).

To prevent moisture from entering the outlet box and

" causing a short, seal around the top and side perimeter
between the fixture and the wall surface with weather
resistant caulking (see illustration 1). The space at bottom
should be left un-caulked to prevent moisture build-up.

You have now completed the installation of your fixture,
enjoy.
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
