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1.	 Carefully pull house wires out of junction box so 
they are easily accessible during installation. 

2.	 Position mounting bracket (A) so threaded ends 
of attached fixture mounting screws (E) are 
facing down towards floor.

3.	 Carefully pull house wires through center hole 
in mounting bracket (A).

4.	 Align small holes in mounting bracket (A) with 
holes in junction box.

5.	 Thread each junction box screw (B) into 
appropriate hole in mounting bracket (A) and 
into hole in junction box. Tighten junction box 
screws (B) to secure mounting bracket (A) to 
junction box.

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6.	 Carefully push fixture wires up through 6 inch 
stem (N). Pull fixture wires out of top of 6 inch 
stem (N). Pull fixture wires taut. Screw bottom of 
6 inch stem (N) onto top of fixture body (O). DO

7.	 Determine desired hanging height of fixture.
